As always, we hope that the weather will be 
kind to us in the coming weeks. Iôd like to wish all of the children and families from our school community a 
happy, relaxing and safe time over the holiday period.

At the end of another successful year for our school it is good to look back and reflect on the many exciting 

and enjoyable events that have taken place throughout the year. The 2010/2011 year has been another 

exciting time for the school with continued investment into the building and school site to improve facilities 

for all pupils. 

 

Back in September we were frantically racing to get the school ready after the major refurbishment works 

to classrooms, toilets, ICT room, Library and storage areas. We did make it and pupils began the term on 

time.  Iôm sure you agree that for a 104 year old building our pupils have excellent facilities. 

 

We had numerous special assemblies, festival celebrations and other events across the year where chil-

dren have acted, sang, danced, performed and óshown offô their skills and talents.  These are always popu-

lar and exciting events. We are always grateful to see so many parents and carers attending each week. 

 

As always, one of the highlights of the school year was the ñInternational Eveningò . We again had good 

weather for this important community celebrations and it was good to see so many families in attendance 

on the night. 

 

Our pupils have again achieved excellent results in the end of key stage (SATs) tests. We have achieved 

89.3% (Level 4
+
) in English and 82.1% (Level 4

+
) in maths.  The national average is usually 80% so our 

children are doing better than the national average.  Such good results only occur through very good 

teaching and support from home. Iôd like to thank all members of staff for their hard work throughout the 

year. 

 

In January 2011 we began another exciting chapter for Beaconsfield when we opened our ARP (Additional 

Resource Provision) classes. The two classes are for pupils who have a statement of special educational 

needs.  Most of our pupils in the ARP classes have speech, language and communication needs or autistic 

spectrum disorder (ASD) needs. We are already receiving praise from the local authority for the quality of 

provision offered to pupils. 

 

Over the summer months we have further improvement works taking place to outside areas (nursery, play-

ground, front entrance) to ensure that we continue to provide the best possible educational opportunities 

for all children in our school.  Enjoy the sunshine and relax with an enjoyable book to read.
